Lady Bugisavery pretty, cdm andfriendy filly. Sheis halter broke (ties, andleads), stands for
trimming, andis easy to vacanate and worm. Lady Bug typically stays outdoars, so sheisused to
"being out in the weather". However, she has aso been stall ed in the barn from time to time, so she
isfinein astall aswell.

Lady Bug'sregistration for the Colorado Ranger Horse Asociation and International Colored
Appaoosa Association (F-2 status) is pending (registrations being processed). She has a strong
Appaoosa pedigree including the bloodines of Navajos Candy, Simcoe's Sarceg Sundance F500,
High Spat, Spotted Eagle, Revel Jr., and Starbuck Leopard from her Colorado Ranger Horse
bloodines. Below aretwo fairly recent pictures of Lady Bug. And the following pages contain
pictures and information on ter close-up ancestors.

Sire: NorthStar Bright Sun (Delights Chief x Bright Revelry), a |
1999red fewspat bred by us. Sunny stands about 14.3 landsand |8
is gaited. He is broke to ride axd hes snooth gaits and an 2
exceptional trot. Sunny was trained by a well know trainer /
judge / clinician. She was very complementary of both his
attitude and hs conformation. Sunny is a friendy, easy going §
stallionand ndahing seemsto baher him.

Grandsire (sire of NorthStar Bright Sun): Delights
Chief (Ulrich Siouxchief x Deannas Delight), al993 dunnear
leopard bred by us. Chief stands abou 15.2 hands and e is
arguably the smartest horse we©ve ever seen. Delights Chief has
the smoath trot of his dam, and the unflappable dispaosition and
outstanding "bore" of his sre. He was our daughter©s horse and
he was broke to ride by a 15 year-old girl.

Great-grandsire (sire of Delight's Chief): Ulrich
Siouxchief, was a 1989 tri-colored leopard from the
Ulrich Appaloosaranch. Siouxchief stood 15.3 lands and
was a very nicdy built stallion with a good dspasition.
He was bred to Delights Chief©s dam three times and
produced threewonderful leopard / near leopard foals.

Great-granddam (dam of Delights Chief): Deannas Delight, is a 1988 dunmare
with roan blanket/spats. She is a well-built mare, with a
good attitude and "bomb-proof” on the trail. Delight was
broke to ride by the owners and trainers of an ApHC
Word Champion stallion. We intended to show her in
Western riding events but due to an injury she only made
it to ore show. She remvered from her injury but since
our focus changed to trall riding sheis now used primarily
as atraill horse. Delight has produced six good foals for
us, including two standing stalli ons and a mare mwmpeting
in open shows. All her foals have good conformation, a nice trot, and good dspasitions.




Granddam (dam of NorthStar Bright Sun): Bright
Revelry (Mr. Bright Spedk x Eureka©s Luv Bug), a 1988 gited
bay snowcgp mare. We think Lady Bug©s sre gets hisg
intermediate gaits from Revelry. Bright Revelry stands 14.3
hands and is one of our best trail horses. Our daughter used her a
coude times as a barrel horse when her other horse was getting
too dd- shewas able to runin the 15s with Revelry! Revelry has
also worked cattle andis agoodteam penning horse. Revelry has
had four foals, al have been very athletic and people-friendly.

Great-grandsire (sire of Bright Revelry): Mr.
Bright Spedk was a gaited badk leopard. He was very
well trained and could be ridden ory with leg presare
instead of using the reins. He was such a good riding
horse, that after his first foa crop he was purchased by
someone strictly for riding.

Great-granddam (dam of Bright Revelry):
Eureka's Luv Bug was a snowcg mare that looked
amost identicd to her daughter, Bright Revelry. Luv Bug
was afriendly, goodriding horse.

Dam: North Star Lady, a1997 dunmare bred by us. Sheisour
daughter©s trail horse, not to mention her favorite horse. Sheisa
friendly, curious mare that loves attention. Aswith the rest of the
horses from her sire©s sde, sheisavery smocth riding horse.
Lady is sred by Delights Chief, and is from our mare KM©s Patty.
Lady has had threefoals, asolid duncolt, avery handsome bay
leopard colt, and Lady Bug. Our daughter isvery proud d Lady
and ler foals.

Granddam (dam of North Star Lady) KM's Patty: a
1974mare (registered with ICAA) from an ApHC sire and ApHC
dam. Patty was born solid (but colored uplater) and was not
registered with ApHC. Shewasfoaed in Oregon, and puchased
at asalein Le Grand, Oregon when her breeders were selling
down their herd prior to moving to Idaho. We had Patty alot of
yeasand shelived 30years of age. Patty was our first
Appaloosa and she sold us onthe bread. She was Sue©strail
horse, then later shown by our daughter in bah Western and
Performance events. Patty had tremendous heart, speed, and the
best endurance of any horse we©ve owned. Patty isthought to
have been from Toby bloodines and she had the Toby look (we have agranddaughter of Toby
Patch also foaled in Oregon and she looks alot like Patty. While we©ve yet to push Lady for much
speal o endurance, sheis pretty fast and sure has Patty©s "heat" and ged disposition.
